Talk: English musicologist and 
composer Wilfrid Mellers will de­
liver Tulane University's Mellon 
Public Lecture at 8 p.m. Tuesday 
in the Kendall Cram Room of the 
University Center. His topic will 
be "Leonora and Fidelio: The Fe­
male Principle and the Demo­
cratic Hero," an examination of 
the meanings of Beethoven's 
opera, "Fidelio." 

Mellors is the author of such 
widely recognized studies as 
"Man and His Music," a defini­
tive study of Couperin, and 
"Music in a New Found Land," a 
history of American music. He 
also has scrutinized the work of 
pop artists such as the Beatles.
